1. Fellowship 
 

Introduction 
 
‘Fellowship’!  It is a word we often use, but we don’t always understand what true Biblical fellowship is.  We will 
call this series, ‘The life of fellowship’, as John is writing to the church to show how each one of us can experience 
fellowship with God and with one another.  The key words in this letter are LOVE, LIGHT and LIFE.  Fellowship is 
only possible when we walk in the light and in love, and life will flow from that kind of fellowship.  Let’s begin by 
learning more about the author of this book. 
 

Author of 1 John 
 

Q   What was the occupation of John before Jesus called him to follow him?  Mark 1:16 
 
Q   When Jesus called John and his brother Andrew how did they respond?  Mark 1:20 
 
Q   In what way did John describe his relationship with Jesus?  John 19:26, 20:2, 1 John 1:3 

 
Why did John call himself ‘the disciple whom Jesus loved’?  Perhaps it was because John loved Jesus in a closer, 
more intimate way than some of the other disciples and they shared wonderful fellowship together.  John used 
the word ‘love’ more than any other New Testament writer.  The secret of fellowship is love.  When John was an 
old man the story is told of how he was carried into church each Sunday and when asked to speak he would 
always repeat the phrase, ‘little children love one another.’ 
 

Purpose of 1 John 
 
Q   What are some of the reasons why John wrote this letter?  1 John 2:1, 5:13 
 
Q   However what was the main reason John gave at the beginning of his letter?  1 John 1:3 
 
John is wanting us to know what real fellowship is and how we can live together in fellowship.  That kind of 
fellowship is characterized by love. 
 
 

1. WHAT IS CHRISTIAN FELLOWSHIP? 1 John 1:1-3 
 

Q   The word fellowship is widely used and it simply means ‘something we share in common with another person.’ 
      If we are going to have Christian fellowship, what will we share in common?  1 John 1:3, 1 Corinthians 1:9 
 
Q   What does Christian fellowship do for us?  Hebrews 10:24, 25
