Introduction

We have completed our studies on the seven letters given by Jesus to the Churches. In fact the
entire book of Revelation was written for these churches. See chapter 1:4, 11. We are not sure why
John only addressed these churches as there were many other churches by this time. They may
have been the leading churches in Asia, or they may have been John'’s particular responsibility.

Look at the map below to see how these churches were on a circular route in the province of Asia,
which is now present day Turkey. The number 7 is significant. There are 7 churches mentioned.
The number 7 represents completeness, perfection and the essence of a thing, and the number is
used 52 times in the book of Revelation.

X%l Consider the refrain that is repeated at the end of each message to a church: “He who has an
ear, let Him hear what the Spirit says to the churches.” Rev. 2:7, 11, 17, 29; 3:6, 13, 22.

These repeated refrains certainly show the importance of what Jesus is saying in his message. |t
was important to the believers in John’s day, but it is also important to believers in our day.
